1. Stocks in Store: (Page 2) 

• Country stocks increased to 4.23 MMT in Week 30 utilizing 79% 
of the system’s working capacity. Space in primary elevators is 
good. 

• Total western port terminal stocks decreased to 1.36 MMT in 
Week 30, utilizing 71% of the working capacity. Space at Prince 
Rupert is limited. 

 
2. Country Deliveries: (Page 3) 

• Deliveries to primary elevators were 1.34 MMT in Week 30. 

 
3. Port Performance: (Pages 3-5) 

• Total western port unloads were 3% lower than the 4-week 
moving average and 36% higher than Week 30 last year. 

• West Coast unloads were 8,573 cars (Vancouver 7,210 and 
Prince Rupert 1,363), 3% lower than the 4-week moving 
average and 34% higher than Week 30 last year. 

• Thunder Bay had 159 unloads, 16% lower than the 4-week 
moving average and 152% higher than Week 30 last year. 

• The total average terminal out-of-car time (OCT) increased to 
17.5% from 15.0% the previous week. The OCT for Week 30 
was 19.2% at Vancouver and 7.1% at Prince Rupert.  

 
4. Shipments: (Page 5) 

• Year-to-date Western Canadian shipments from port terminal 
elevators at Week 30 are 6% higher than the same period last 
year and 8% higher than the 3-year average. 

• The Great Lakes – St. Lawrence Seaway System is closed until 
March 2026. 

 

5. Vessels: (Page 5) 

• Vancouver vessel lineup for Week 31 2025-26 remained at 26 
vessels (The current one-year average at Vancouver is 20 
vessels). Of the 26, 8 were at berth, 12 were anchored at 
English Bay, 2 were anchored at Burrard Inlet, and 4 were 
anchored at Vancouver Island. 

• Prince Rupert vessel lineup for Week 31 2025-26 remained at 4 
vessels (The current one-year average at Prince Rupert is 3 
vessels). 

• Vessels cleared from Vancouver was 12 and from Prince Rupert 
was 2 in Week 31 2025-26. 

 
6. Weather: (Page 6) 

• Temperatures across the prairies are forecasted to remain 
above -25C. Railways are not expected to invoke their winter 

operating plans. 

• Vancouver is forecast to receive high levels of precipitation 
during Week 32 which may affect the ability to load grain into 
vessels.
